'1.'hey made statuettes i:i-­
to the likeness of a divinity and c,m • 
dles which stood as s ymbols of the sunls 
returning p01ver. 

Saint Nicholas wa.s brought to the 
new ·world by early Dutch settlers. Ori­
ginally he was believed to be a bishop 
of Asia l.finor,- who rode a white horse. 

!rangi ng up stockings comes from the 
custom of European ch:L1dren filling the:ir 
shoes vd th food for St. Nicholas' horse 
and putting them by the fireplace. 

Feasting started in Tudor England 
with dinner getting underway around noon 
and lasting for ei;;ht or nine hours. 

The custom- of the Yule log was to 
light it on Christmas Eve and keep ixs 
ashes throughout the coming yea~ to pro­
tect the house frmrr fire and J ightn:i . .::i:~ 

and to have the power of healing wounds 
and making fields and animals fertile ,, 

Christmas carols got their start i~. 
the early church. Nativity pla.ys 'Nere 
given which told the story of Chris~ 1 s 
birth, and songs of joy .rnre sung. 

These are just a few Christmas ens-
. toms, but whatever you do on Christmas, 
you should take time out to go to chur:::h 
and give thanks for v,hat you have. You 
sho·.,ld take time out to enjoy this day 
and be sure to give, not just receive; 
for therets- no greater joy in the world 
than the joy of giv1nE•
